The Fair — Ann Reed

A Minnesota native, Ann Reed began teaching herself
guitar at age 12 and has been a performer for her entire
adult life. For more than 30 years she has toured North
America coast to coast, performing in concerts, clubs,
and festivals. She has received awards from a multitude
of nonprofits that she has supported while donating
her time to organizations that benefit women and chil-
dren. “The Fair” was written for MPR, for whom Ann
also has the dubious distinction of having penned the
most songs that include the words "pronto pup."

Wind — Carolyn Jennings

Carolyn Jennings is Professor Emerita of Music at St.
Olaf College and recently retired as Music Director
at St. John's Lutheran Church, Northfield, where she
served for over 30 years. She has been active in pro-
moting the use of inclusive language in texts for sing-

language shapes as well as expresses thought. Among
her many commissioned works are a children's musi-
cal, a choral song cycle, a composition for the Min-
nesota Aids Quilt Songbook, and compositions for
church, school and community choirs.

Elizabeth Alexander spent her childhood in the Car-
olinas and Appalachia, inheriting her love of music
and language from her parents, a piano teacher and
a minister. These twin passions are reflected in her
catalogue of over 100 songs and choral works. She is
best known for her choral pieces, which have received
over a dozen awards and been performed by thou-
sands of choruses worldwide. She makes her home in
Saint Paul, sings soprano with One Voice, reads vora-
ciously, shamelessly encourages her teenagers' jokes,
and gardens during the three month period in Min-
nesota which is not winter.

World-renowned composer and conductor Dr. René
Clausen is celebrating his 27th year at Concordia
College and directs the acclaimed Concordia Choir.
Clausen has conducted such works as Mozart’s Re-

— in three movements — performed at Carnegie Hall
in New York. This past February his recording, “Life

By the Fireside has as its subtext the scourge of AIDS that is still
present in many parts of the world.

| decided to concentrate on the AIDS situation on the continent of
Africa, where access to generic AIDS drugs is, sadly, almost impos-
sible—resulting in thousands of children, women and men dying
of the disease every month. Whereas in the Western world AIDS is
now a manageable disease, in Africa, communities are shattered,
families are torn apart, and lives are ruined by the HIV pandemic.
The piece uses texts by two contemporary African poets and ends
with a setting of the Lux Aeterna from the Requiem Mass.

In the first section we are called to witness, to share, to grieve, to
hope. The central section is very dark with text from a poem by De
Kok where, in just a few lines, she vividly captures the social costs
of the AIDS crisis in South Africa as suspicion, hatred and violence
are also symptoms of this disease. At the end of the second mas-
sive crescendo, the choir breaks through with the calm, clear light
of heaven that connects back to the opening section by the fire.

A former Music Director for One Voice Mixed Chorus,
composer Paul Siskind is now on the faculty at the
Crane School of Music, SUNY-Potsdam, where he was
voted “Teacher of the Year” three times. His composi-
tions have been performed by renowned ensembles
and he has been commissioned by the Dale Warland
Singers and ensembles across the country.

Lean on Me - Danielle Boor

Danielle Boor arranged Bill Wither’s “Lean On Me” for
One Voice’s OUT in Our Schools performances. She
has worked in instrumental education for 16 years




and has taught band at Hopkins West Junior High for
the past 8 years. She has sung alto with One Voice
Mixed Chorus for 6 years, and also plays flute in the
Minnesota Philharmonic Orchestra. She and her part-
ner Kelli Heckman have been together for 16 years,
and live in Minneapolis along with their dogs Tegan
and Kona, and their cat Nobu.

North Star Hit Parade — Paul Gerike

Paul Gerike is a local singer and arranger. He has ar-
ranged music for The Dale Warland Singers, Peter
Ostrouschko, VocalEssence, and has worked for many
years arranging music for Prairie Home Companion
and Garrison Keillor. Gerike’s compositions and ar-
rangements have been performed by artists includ-
ing the Minnesota Orchestra, the Saint Paul Chamber
Orchestra, VocalEssence, Philip Brunelle, and Libby
Larsen, among others.

Lumberjack Chorus (from Paul Bunyan)
— Benjamin Britten and W.H. Auden

A collaboration between the librettist W.H. Auden and
Benjamin Britten, Paul Bunyan was Britten’s first opera
ever produced. During the 1930’s the pair collaborated
on many works. At the time, Auden was undoubtedly in
love with Britten and his poetry is coded with messages
of affection. In this opera scene, Paul Bunyan has the
task of choosing a foreman from among his motley, but
hearty crew of immigrant lumberjacks.

Oi Dai & Give us Room to Roar — Ruth MacKenzie

Ruth MacKenzie has performed concerts through-
out the United States and the Nordic countries and
is sought after for her exquisite interpretation of
lyrics and the varied textures of her rich alto voice.
Ruth is best known for her many creations of theatri-
cal works— her dramatic concert creation, Kalevala:
Dream of the Salmon Maiden was produced by the
Guthrie and O’Shaughnessy, winning several awards
including “Number One” pick for theater productions
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of 1997 by City Pages and Artist of the Year by the
Star Tribune. She is the proud recipient of a Master of
Divinity and is on the ministry staff at First Universalist
Church in Minneapolis.

She
holds degrees from St. Olaf College, the University of
Minnesota, and has done post-graduate work in Paris,
France. Abbie lives in an historic brownstone in Saint
Paul, Minnesota.

Naalah (Cry of Grief) — Joshua Shank

Composer Joshua Shank was born in 1980, attended
Faribault Senior High School and received his under-
graduate degree at Luther College. His music has
been called “jubilant...ethereal” (Santa Barbara News-
Press) and “evocative and atmospheric...distilling a
sustained mood most impressively” (Gramophone).
He has been commissioned by organizations such as
the Young New Yorkers’ Chorus, the Cincinnati Con-
servatory of Music, the American Choral Directors
Association, The Esoterics (Seattle), the Minnesota
All-State Choir, and the Lorelei Ensemble (Boston).
Naalah is a setting of an ancient poem of grief de-
scribing an unattainable love.
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Naalah Translation

Why are you lost and depressed after giving
your heart away?

When you don’t have a heart, why should you
have a tongue.

The stain in your heart is creating a stream of
tears that do nothing for you as they fall.
Those tiny drops could become a river.

Then — with wet eyes — | remembered that |
want my heart to be healed.

Even the heartbreak didn’t take my life.

I Come from Good People — Robert Seeley

While not a Minnesota composer, Robert Seeley has
composed dozens of compositions for GLBT choruses
and has served as Composer in Residence for the Port-
land Gay Men’s Chorus and the San Francisco Gay Men’s
Chorus (SFGMC). | Come from Good People is part of a
multi-movement work titled Naked Man which Seeley
composed for SFGMC in 1996 and has been performed
by choruses of every type across the country. It was
chosen for this concert because of the poignant depic-
tion of the struggle for home and community shared by
many individuals in our GLBT community.

Goin’ Home — Antonin Dvordak

Born in near Prague in 1841, Antonin Dvordk dis-
played his musical gifts at an early age. He wrote his
first composition at the age of 20 and was mentored
and encouraged by composer Johannes Brahms. In
1892, Dvorak lived in NYC briefly and was invited to
visit Minneapolis by Father Jan Rynda of St Stanislaus
Moravian Church located in St Paul. Dvorak agreed,
claiming that it was impossible to turn down the hos-
pitality of a Moravian. On this trip, Dvorak visited Min-
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nehaha Falls and a melody came to him while watch-
ing the sparkling waters. He had no paper so Dvorak
wrote the musical theme on the cuff of his shirt! Back
in New York, he put the theme to use in his Sonati-
na in G Major for violin and piano. Dvorak’s visit to
America also inspired his New World Symphony from
which the melody for Going Home is drawn.

The Couple Next Door — Phyllis Goldin

Dr. Phyllis Goldin is a psychiatrist living in River Falls,
WI. To quote the Chalmer Davee Library: “She has
been a songwriter, composer and visual artist, practi-
cally since the dawning of the Age of Aquarius. A char-
ter member of the American Composer’s Forum, pro-
lific songwriter, composer and accomplished singer
and pianist, she writes music infused with a powerful
political consciousness touched with love and a keen
sense of humor.” Phyllis and her partner Wanda met
in 1974 and this year will celebrate 40 years together.
They lead very active social, political, and activist lives.

Chameleon Wedding — Libby Larsen

Libby Larsen is one of America’s most performed living
composers. She has composed over 400 works span-
ning virtually every genre from intimate vocal and
chamber music to massive orchestral works and over
twelve operas. Grammy Award winning and widely
recorded, she is constantly sought after for commis-
sions and premieres by major artists, ensembles, and
orchestras around the world. As a vigorous, articulate
advocate for the musicians of our time, in 1973 Larsen
co-founded the American Composer’s Forum.

Gimme That Ole Time Religion
—Jane Ramseyer Miller

Jane Ramseyer Miller began dabbling in song-writing
in grade school and wrote her first composition, a
flute trio for an ensemble, in 8th grade. Today, she
composes mostly choral music and her compositions
are published by Yelton Rhodes Music and Pilgrim
Press. This version of Old Time Religion was created
for Reclaiming Faith, a 2007 One Voice concert ex-
ploring spiritual traditions.
